The RYA/MCA state that at least half of the minimum qualifying sea time (1,250 miles) MUST have been completed
on a vessel between 7m and 24m in length. The remaining 1,250 miles logged onboard a Superyacht can be counted

towards the RYA Yachtmaster offshore exam. Such sea time must be supported by sea service testimonials or a
Discharge book.

At least half the qualifying sea time, 1,250 miles, must have been accrued in tidal waters
